AN ACT to anmend the civil rights law, in relation to discrimnation in
t he ownership of cooperative housing

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Legislative findings and declaration of intent. The |egis-
| ature recognizes that cooperative ownership in nulti-famly dwellings
is a popular formof honme ownership in New York state. An ongoing
concern for consunmers dealing in the cooperative housing nmarket is the
potential for the unlawful rejection by a board of directors of a buyer.

The legislature finds and determi nes that, not infrequently, a co-op
board rejects what appears to be a well-qualified customer. Oten, the
prospective purchaser has concerns that the rejection was in fact unlaw
ful discrinmnation. Both federal and state laws protect our citizens
from unfair housing practices, which include discrimnation based upon
race, ethnicity, gender, age or famly status.

For such reasons, it is the legislature's intent to require boards of
directors of cooperative housing to disclose to proposed purchasers, the
reasons for rejecting a sale.

§ 2. Section 19-a of the civil rights |aw, as added by chapter 376 of
the laws of 1971, is amended to read as foll ows:

8§ 19-a. Prohi bition against unreasonable w thholding of consent.
Whenever any corporation fornmed for the purpose of the cooperative
ownership of real estate within the state withholds consent to the sale
or proposed sale of certificates of stock or other evidence of ownership
of an interest in such corporation, such corporation shall provide the
prospective purchaser with a witten statenent of its reasons for wth-
hol di ng consent no later than five business days after its decision to
wi t hhol d consent.

2. For the purposes of this section a "corporation" shall include the
cooperative managenent, cooperative tenants, cooperative sharehol ders,
or any appoi ntee or successor in interest of a corporation.

3. This section shall apply to every sale or proposed sal e whet her by
a corporation directly, its successor in interest, or by any other
lawfully entitled party.

4. Every agreenment, negative covenant, restrictive covenant or other
provi sion, whether witten or oral and wherever contained, inconsistent
with this section shall be void and unenforceabl e.

§ 3. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw.
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
